A reading from the holy Gospel 

according to John. 
 

Just before the Jewish Passover Jesus 

went up to Jerusalem, and in the 

Temple he found people selling cattle 

and sheep and pigeons, and the 

money-changers sitting at their 

counters there. Making a whip out of 

some cord, he drove them all out of 

the Temple, cattle and sheep as well, 

scattered the money-changers’ coins, 

knocked their tables over and said to 

the pigeon-sellers, ‘Take all this out 

of here and stop turning my Father’s 

house into a market.’ Then his 

disciples remembered the words of 

scripture: Zeal for your house will 

devour me. The Jews intervened and 

said, ‘What sign can you show us to 

justify what you have done?’ Jesus 

answered, ‘Destroy this sanctuary, 

and in three days I will raise it up.’ 

The Jews replied, ‘It has taken forty-

six years to build this sanctuary: are 

you going to raise it up in three 

days?’ But he was speaking of the 

sanctuary that was his body, and 

when Jesus rose from the dead, his 

disciples remembered that he had 

said this, and they believed the 

scripture and the words he had said.  

During his stay in Jerusalem for the 

Passover many believed in his name 

when they saw the signs that he gave, 

but Jesus knew them all and did not 

trust himself to them; he never 

needed evidence about any man; he 

could tell what a man had in him.

Third Sunday of Lent. This week we focus on Oliva, a 22 year 
old from Tanzania who lives with her farmer husband, two young 
sons and an adopted niece and nephew. 
Oliva didn’t have the opportunity to go to school and was 
embarrassed that she couldn’t read, write or count. Around 25 
percent of Tanzanian girls and women over 15 years cannot read 
or write, with many families unable to afford school fees or 
uniforms. Oliva enrolled in Caritas Australia-supported literacy 
and numeracy classes. She also set up a classroom at home to 
teach her neighbours, for free, because they were too shy to 
attend larger classes. 
Oliva has now graduated, as have some of her students. 
Attendance at her classes is growing, her small business is 
thriving and she can help her children with their homework. She 
aims to become a pastor and run for leadership in the next local 
election. Oliva’s determination and leadership truly is to be 
admired! A great story for us to focus on this Sunday, in the lead 
up to International Women’s Day on March 8th.

I don’t find fault with the shopkeepers 
because it is their city and they are trying to make a livelihood. 
So my experience reminded me of the age-old tension between 
the material and the spiritual, the earthly and eternal, the 
marketplace and the Father’s house. Today, in my pilgrimage of 
life, I’m finding the best bargains are the spiritual ones.
