We can imagine the intense discernment of his
heart as he prayed and finally arrived at the difficult decision to
quietly divorce Mary. Such was his intention until that night
when he slept and received new information in a dream.
Although he had previously arrived at a course of action, he
remained open to the voice of God’s messenger.

Holy St. Joseph, accompany us in our murky, messy, confusing
times of decision-making. Help us to discern the most loving
way forward.
