But Elijah said 

to her, ‘Do not be afraid, go and do as you 

have said; but first make a little scone of it 

for me and bring it to me, and then make 

some for yourself and for your son. For 

thus the Lord speaks, the God of Israel: 

“Jar of meal shall not be spent, jug of oil 

shall not be emptied, before the day when 

the Lord sends rain on the face of the 

earth.”’ The woman went and did as Elijah 

told her and they ate the food, she, himself 

and her son. The jar of meal was not spent 

nor the jug of oil emptied, just as the Lord 

had foretold through Elijah.

So do not worry 

about tomorrow: tomorrow will take care 

of itself. Each day has enough trouble of 

its own.’
