From a homily of Pope Francis from this Sunday...

...“Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal life”. He does not say “where shall we go?”, but
“to whom shall we go?”. The underlying problem is not about leaving and abandoning the work
undertaken, but to whom to go. From Peter’s question we understand that fidelity to God is a question of
fidelity to a person, to whom we bind ourselves to walk together on the same road. And this person is Jesus.
All that we have in the world does not satisfy our infinite hunger. We need Jesus, to be with him, to be
nourished at his table, on his words of eternal life! Believing in Jesus means making him the centre, the
meaning of our life. Christ is not an optional element: he is the “Living Bread”, the essential nourishment.
Binding oneself to him, in a true relationship of faith and love, does not mean being tied down, but being
profoundly free, always on the journey. Each one of us can ask him- or herself: who is Jesus for me? Is he a
name, an idea, simply an historical figure? Or is he truly that person who loves me and gave his life for me
and walks with me? Who is Jesus for you? Are you with Jesus? Do you try to comprehend him in his word?
Do you read the Gospel, each day a passage from the Gospel to learn to know Jesus? Do you carry a small
Gospel in your pocket, handbag, to read it, in whatever place? Because the more we are with him the more
the desire to be with him grows. Now I ask you, please, let us have a moment of silence and let each one of
us silently, in our hearts, ask ourselves the question: “Who is Jesus for me?”. Silently, each one, answer in
your heart.

LITURGY OF THE WORD

FIRST READING A reading from the book of the Joshua (24: 1-2; 15-18)

Joshua gathered all the tribes of Israel together at Shechem; then he called the elders, leaders, judges and
scribes of Israel, and they presented themselves before God. Then Joshua said to all the people: “If you will
not serve the Lord, choose today whom you wish to serve, whether the gods that your ancestors served beyond
the River, or the gods of the Amorites in whose land you are now living. As for me and my House, we will
serve the Lord.” The people answered, “We have no intention of deserting the Lord our God and serving other
gods. Was it not the Lord our God who brought us and our ancestors out of the land of Egypt, the house of
slavery, who worked those great wonders before our eyes and preserved us all along the way we travelled and
among all the peoples through whom we journeyed. We too will serve the Lord, for he is our God.”

SECOND READING A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Ephesians  (5: 25-32)

Husbands should love their wives just as Christ loved the Church and sacrificed himself for her to make her
holy. He made her clean by washing her in water with a form of words, so that when he took her to himself
she would be glorious, with no speck or wrinkle or anything like that, but holy and faultless. In the same way,
husbands must love their wives as they love their own bodies; for a man to love his wife is for him to love
himself. A man never hates his own body, but he feeds it and looks after it; and that is the way Christ treats
the Church, because it is his body — and we are its living parts. For this reason, a man must leave his father
and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two will become one body. This mystery has many implications;
but I am saying it applies to Christ and the Church.

GOSPEL A reading from the Holy Gospel according to John (61: 60-69)

After hearing his doctrine many of the followers of Jesus said, “This is intolerable language. How could anyone
accept it?” Jesus was aware that his followers were complaining about it and said, “Does this upset you? What
if you should see the Son of Man ascend to where he was before? “It is the spirit that gives life, the flesh has
nothing to offer. The words I have spoken to you are spirit and they are life. “But there are some of you who do
not believe.” For Jesus knew from the outset those who did not believe, and who it was that would betray him.
He went on, “This is why I told you that no one could come to me unless the Father allows him.” After this,
many of his disciples left him and stopped going with him. Then Jesus said to the Twelve, “What about you, do
you want to go away too?” Simon Peter answered, “Lord, who shall we go to? You have the message of eternal
life, and we believe; we know that you are the Holy One of God.”
