The Catholic Archdiocese of Melbourne's Statement of Com-

mitment and Safeguarding Children and Young People .

The Safeguarding Children and Young People Policy enacts the

Catholic Archdiocese of Melbourne’s mission-driven  commit-

ment to proactively protect the safety and wellbeing of children

and young people. This policy:

e Sets out governance structures in relation to our re-
sponsibility to safeguard children and young people and ensure
that all persons within the Archdiocese are aware of their re-
sponsibilities with respect to child safety.

e Establishes clear behavioral expectations for the care and pro-
tection of children and young people for clergy, employ-
ees and volunteers.

e Outlines policies, procedures and strategies to prevent child
abuse and keep children and young people safe.

e Provides an overview of processes to respond to and report
child abuse or child-safety related misconduct.

e Seeks to inform parents, children and young people of the
measures that are in place to prevent and/or respond to safety
concerns, reports and allegations.

In fulfilling our responsibilities, the Catholic Archdiocese of
Melbourne has developed the Safeguarding Children and
Young People Framework to guide the implementation of the
child safety policies, procedures and practices within par-
ishes, agencies and entities.
