As he entered 
one of the villages, ten lepers came to meet him. They 
stood some way off and called to him, ‘Jesus! Master! 
Take pity on us.’ When he saw them he said, ‘Go and 
show yourselves to the priests.’ Now as they were 
going away they were cleansed. Finding himself cured, 
one of them turned back praising God at the top of his 
voice and threw himself at the feet of Jesus and 
thanked him. The man was a Samaritan. This made 
Jesus say, ‘Were not all ten made clean? The other 
nine, where are they? It seems that no one has come 
back to give praise to God, except this foreigner.’ And 
he said to the man, ‘Stand up and go on your way.

The Catholic Archdiocese of Melbourne's Statement of   
Commitment and Safeguarding Children and Young People . 
The Safeguarding Children and Young People Policy  enacts the 
Catholic Archdiocese of Melbourne’s  mission-driven   commitment 
to proactively protect the  safety and wellbeing of children and 
young people. This policy: 

 Sets out governance structures in relation to our  responsibility 
to safeguard children and young people and ensure that all 
persons within the Archdiocese are aware of their                
responsibilities with respect to child   safety. 

 Establishes clear behavioral expectations for the care and  
protection of children and young people for clergy,  employees 
and volunteers. 

 Outlines policies, procedures and strategies to prevent child 
abuse and keep children and young people safe. 

 Provides an overview of processes to respond to and report 
child abuse or child-safety related misconduct. 

 Seeks to inform parents, children and young people of the 
measures that are in place to prevent and/or respond to safety 
concerns, reports and allegations.  

 

In fulfilling our responsibilities, the Catholic Archdiocese of Mel-
bourne has developed the Safeguarding Children and Young Peo-
ple Framework to guide the implementation of the child safety 
policies, procedures and practices within  parishes, agencies and 
entities.
