REFLECTIONS - Exploring the Word

The rendering of the Greek term used in this text as ‘happy’ is
rather weak. A better term is ‘blessed’.

At the heart of the Beatitudes is Jesus' instruction to his followers to
cultivate certain qualities in their lives. To be gentle, to mourn, to thirst
for what is right, to be merciful, to be pure of heart and to be
peacemakers are signs of the presence of the kingdom of God in our
lives. To have such virtues is to be blessed. Jesus teaches that those
who suffer some human lack or pain are blessed, not because
poverty, pain or sorrow are good in themselves, but because they
reveal to us our need for God. Those who are prosperous,
comfortable or content find this much more difficult to realise and
accept.

The final portion of this text speaks to the experience of the early
church, which suffered persecution for the sake of faith in Jesus
Christ. Christians today are also called to stand against arrogant
secularism, which proclaims that humans do not need God. Even
today, people suffer for their faith, but they too are assured that their
reward will be great in heaven!

Recall a time of suffering and sorrow in your life. What was God
saying to you at that time? How did such an experience influence the
person you are today?

Describe someone you know who embodies one of the Beatitudes.

The Presentation of the Lord - 2nd February
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The feast was first observed in the Eastern Church as "The
Encounter." In the sixth century, it began to be observed in the West:
in Rome with a more penitential character and in Gaul (France) with
solemn blessings and processions of candles, popularly known as
"Candlemas." The Presentation of the Lord concludes the celebration
of the Nativity and with the offerings of the Virgin Mother and the
prophecy of Simeon, the events now point toward Easter.

"In obedience to the Old Law, the Lord Jesus, the first-born, was
presented in the Temple by his Blessed Mother and his foster father.
This is another 'epiphany' celebration insofar as the Christ Child is
revealed as the Messiah through the canticle and words of Simeon
and the testimony of Anna the prophetess. Christ is the light of the
nations, hence the blessing and procession of candles on this day. In
the Middle Ages this feast of the Purification of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, or '‘Candlemas,' was of great importance.

"The specific liturgy of this Candlemas feast, the blessing of candles, is
not as widely celebrated as it should be, except of course whenever
February 2 falls on a Sunday and thus takes precedence. There are
two ways of celebrating the ceremony, either the Procession, which
begins at a 'gathering place' outside the church, or the Solemn
Entrance, celebrated within the church."

Fr An Le : keeping Christ at the Heart of Ministry

As Fr An Le commences his priestly
ministry for the Archdiocese of Melbourne,
he is determined to keep Christ at the
centre—as he has throughout his life. Fr
An was one of three priests ordained at St
Patrick’s Cathedral on 19 November 2022
for the Archdiocese and has been
appointed to Good Shepherd parish in
Gladstone Park, in Melbourne’s northern
suburbs.

Fr An, 38, credits his own faith, and that of his family’s to his
grandmother, Nguyén Thj Chiéu, his father's mother. Born in Cam
Ranh, about 350 kilometres to the north-east of Ho Chi Min City
(formerly known as Saigon) in Vietnam, he and his five siblings—four
brothers and one sister—grew up with his grandmother due to family
circumstances. Every day, his grandmother prayed the Rosary and
attended Mass. She taught the children how to pray and sometimes
‘forced’ them to go to church, but that was ‘good for us,’” Fr An says.
‘Our grandmother loved us and sacrificed her life for all of us—me and
my siblings—when my parents were away from us,” he says. ‘But |
saw God’s providence in all of these things. If we hadn’t grown up with
our grandmother, we wouldn’t have had the Catholic faith. She was
very special.’

Fr An says that his call to the priesthood was ‘a journey’, one that
‘wasn't really clear.” There was an initial curiosity, but eventually, he
discovered something deeper in his heart, which was the calling to be
a religious. He initially joined the Scalabrinians in Viethnam and
undertook philosophy studies at a Jesuit seminary in Ho Chi Min City.
He then left and was invited by some Scalabrinian priests to visit
Sydney and Melbourne in 2015 to see whether he might continue to
become a priest. Recognising the 'goodness of God and the
goodness of the people for him and his vocation and his family', Fr An
decided to continue the journey towards priesthood.

‘I felt during that time, God revealing his love for me, and his desire for
me to become a priest,” says Fr An.

“All along the journey, | have found the goodness of God and the
goodness of people for me and my vocation, and for my family.’
