S As part of these changes, electronic record keeping became mandatory for all venues and facilities, including our Places of

¥+ Worship.
Yt Importantly, activities involving ceremonies and religious gatherings, weddings and funerals within a Place of Worship, must use
an electronic record keeping system that is compatible with the Victorian Government’s visitation application programming

interface (API).

This density quotient still applies and APl compatible electronic record keeping is now mandatory.

Everyone entering the Church can scan the QR Code using the camera on their smartphone or tablet device.

In exceptional circumstances, due to age, disability etc., the Parish has the ability to manually record their attendance
(and maintain records for a period of 28 days). This form of record keeping should only be offered as a backstop solution,
as it does not provide ‘real time’ connectivity to the Department of Health’s contact tracing system.

Sacred Heart & St Thomas Parishes will continue to use the Trybooking system to enable parishioners to book in for

Mass so we do not exceed our density quotient.

Social distancing must still be maintained.

Due to Government regulations you will still be asked to scan the QR Code on arrival.

The Ascension of the Lord, Year B 16 May 2021

First Reading Acts1:1-11

Why are you standing here looking into the sky? Jesus has
been taken into heaven.

In my earlier work, Theophilus, | dealt with
everything Jesus had done and taught from the
beginning until the day he gave his instructions
to the apostles he had chosen through the Holy
Spirit, and was taken up to heaven. He had
shown himself alive to them after his Passion
by many demonstrations: for forty days he had
continued to appear to them and tell them
about the kingdom of God. When he had been
at table with them, he had told them not to leave
Jerusalem, but to wait there for what the Father
had promised. ‘It is,” he had said, ‘what you
have heard me speak about: John baptised with
water but you, not many days from now, will be
baptised with the Holy Spirit.’

Now having met together, they asked him, ‘Lord,
has the time come? Are you going to restore the
kingdom to Israel?’ He replied, ‘It is not for you to
know times or dates that the Father has decided
by his own authority, but you will receive power
when the Holy Spirit comes on you, and then you
will be my witnesses not only in Jerusalem but
throughout Judaea and Samaria, and indeed to
the ends of the earth.’

As he said this he was lifted up while they looked
on, and a cloud took him from their sight. They
were still staring into the sky when suddenly two
men in white were standing near them and they
said, ‘Why are you men from Galilee standing
here looking into the sky? Jesus who has been
taken up from you into heaven, this same Jesus
will come back in the same way as you have
seen him go there.’

I, the prisoner in the Lord, implore you to lead
a life worthy of your vocation. Bear with one
another charitably, in complete selflessness,
gentleness and patience. Do all you can to
preserve the unity of the Spirit by the peace
that binds you together. There is one Body, one
Spirit, just as you were all called into one and the
same hope when you were called. There is one
Lord, one faith, one baptism, and one God who
is father of all, over all, through all and within all.

Each one of us, however, has been given his
own share of grace, given as Christ allotted it.
The one who rose higher than all the heavens
to fill all things is none other than the one who
descended. And to some his gift was that they
should be apostles; to some, prophets; to some,
evangelists; to some, pastors and teachers; so
that the saints together make a unity in the work
of service, building up the body of Christ. In this
way we are all to come to unity in our faith and
in our knowledge of the Son of God, until we
become the perfect Man, fully mature with the
fullness of Christ himself.

Reflection by Dianne Bergant CSA

The Feast of the Ascension is really a
kind of liminal moment in the Easter
season. It is a time between times; a
moment when we have left one place
in our journey, but have not yet
arrived at a second. While the
narratives that describe the
Ascension fit well into the unfolding
story of redemption, the feast itself
celebrates one aspect of the
resurrection itself, namely, the
exaltation of Jesus. The readings help
us through this paradox. They allow
us to focus on this theological point
while we commemorate a turning
point in the life of the church. We do
this by considering both the
enthronement of Christ in the
heavens and the new body of Christ
on earth.

Today we stand awestruck, watching
Jesus ascend into the clouds of
heaven, there to be enthroned at
God’s right hand. Today we are
overwhelmed by the divinity of the
one whom we have known in his
humanity. Amidst shouts of joy and
exaltation, Christ is enthroned in
heaven in both his divinity and his
glorified humanity. Now he is present
with us in a new way, in a new body,
in the church. He teaches through its
apostles and  evangelists; he
ministers through its prophets and
pastors. Through us he continues to
heal and to comfort; to forgive and to
include. We have his power, the
same power with which he performed
marvels when he walked the earth.
We have each other; together we
make up the new body of Christ.
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
