The life of the early Church was by no
means without conflict, misunderstand-
ing, or difficulties. Like us, they had to
work hard to see the signs of the times
and to discern what it was that the Lord
was asking of them. In the midst of all
this Jesus’ promise of the Spirit and of his
peace is no small comfort. Jesus is with
us, there is no reason to let our hearts be
troubled or afraid. John’s vision of the
heavenly Jerusalem is meant to give us
heart knowing that the goal of our jour-
ney is in sight. With Christ as our light
there is no need to fear.
